The Farmway Feed division is looking to build upon a successful 2007/08. We had an incredibly busy winter for many reasons, not least the quality of our products and service.
The other major factor last autumn was the record prices for cereals, leaving many livestock producers concerned regarding their potential winter feed bill.  Astute buying by
the Feed Division, however, ensured that Farmway Quality Assured Feed customers were protected from the worst of the market.  Indeed, for much of the winter we were able
to supply beef rations with 14% protein for no more money than the price of barley at the time.

Many farmers, who traditionally mixed their own rations using home grown cereals switched to buying Farmway Feed and sold their own rations at the top of the market,
increasing their profits and cash flow at the same time. Although the cereals market is vastly different this year, many of these customers have continued buying feed rather
than mixing their own, with some selling their cereals now to improve cash flow. The other option which has proved popular with customers is the Farmway •grain swap•
system where customers bring their cereals to the mill and are credited for these against their feed bill.

2008 has also seen Farmway vastly increase sales of layers and pig feed with particular success supplying free range layers units, a sector which has seen many new entrants
recently. Farmway are able to offer quality diets and, importantly, top class advice and support from our layers specialist.  This help has proved invaluable to a number of new
free range producers already and Farmway look forward to building on the success of this in the coming months.
